THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF MIDDLESBROUGH 
 
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that in accordance with Section 233(4) of the 
Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) the Council of the 
Borough of Middlesbrough intend to dispose of 71 hectares of land located on 
the southern edge of Middlesbrough. The land is situated on the B1365 from 
Hemlington to Stokesley. Middlesbrough Golf Club lies to the east of the land, 
with the residential area of Coulby Newham situated to both the north, and the 
west. Open farmland, and the B1365 sit to the south of the land, all such land 
to be used for housing development and ancillary uses.
